Activities for recognition §
Interpretation

These cards are yellow, pink, and blue.
Each card focuses on a specific type
of figurative language. These cards
have “right answers.”

Activities for analysis § opinion

These cards are green and labeled
“Poet’s Purpose.” Students have an
opportunity to analyze a snippet and
then argue their own opinion. These
activities don't have “right answers”
and focus instead on citing textual
evidence to support a claim.

Activities for creativity and
extension

These cards are teal and labeled
“Poet’s Style.” These ask students to
draw inspiration from a given snippet.
These activities can be extended into
longer workshops for writing and
sharing.
